Sulfation pathways include the attachment of a 
sulfate group to many different biomolecules. 
At the SUPA meeting, the dynamic regulation 
of steroid hormones was primarily discussed. 
Talks about chemico-synthetic innovations 
such as sulfated reference compounds and 
enabling analytical technologies certainly 
were among the most exciting new research 
presented. Otherwise the ‘hidden star’ of the 
meeting was steroid sulfatase (STS) and specific 
STS inhibitors are on the rise as a research tool. 
It is exciting times for research into sulfation 
pathways as this conference was testament of 
a growing and interdisciplinary community 
where inputs from plant systems, synthetic 
chemists and analytical ones help driving 
innovation.

SUPA Conference on Sulfation Pathways

11–12 April 2019, Rauischholzhausen Castle, Germany

Following on from a successful first meeting 
in March 2016, this was a timely conference 
to update a multidisciplinary field on the 
pathogenic role and therapeutic potential of 
deranged BMP signalling in cancer. 

Sessions on BMP signalling in normal 
and transformed cells, cancer stem cells, brain 
cancers and the tumour microenvironment 
featured a mix of international leaders in 
the field, alongside postdocs and students, 
and lively flash talks stimulated interesting 
discussions in the two poster sessions. 

The audience heard about the importance 
of BMP signalling in cell fate determination in a 
range of in vitro and in vivo model systems, and 
across a number of solid and haematological 
malignancies. The final session offered hope 
for future therapeutic potential of the pathway 
through antibody and nanobody manipulation 
of BMP agonists and antagonists. 

The advances made in the three years since 
the first meeting on this subject gave great 
hope that this is a field that will continue to 
see  important  progress  and cl inica l ly 
translatable breakthroughs.

Press, was won by A. Neal for her work on 
BMP signalling and vascular identity.
